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 SECTION 10430 - EXTERIOR SIGNS 
 
 
PART 1 - GENERAL 
 
1.1 SCOPE OF SECTION: 
 

This section contains the requirements for exterior signage used in establishing identity and 
communication.  Included are exterior signs identifying building names, field names, building number, 
building occupants or function, and directional signs.  Not included are signs relating to walks, roads, 
and parking. 

 
1.2 SYSTEM DESCRIPTION: 
 

All exterior signs located on University property shall be in compliance with UF Design and 
Construction Standards, Physical Plant Division "Policy & Procedure Documentation System" and UF 
"Campus Exterior Sign Policy". 

 
PART 2 - PRODUCTS 
 
2.1 GENERAL: 
 

A. Refer to the drawings included in this section for typical signs.  Permanent signs required by 
a project but not shown in the UF Design and Construction Standards shall be submitted to 
Physical Plant Division. 

 
B. Signs shall be fabricated by Physical Plant Division to conform to the University's standard 

design.  The project shall pay all applicable costs of the sign; Constructor shall provide text 
information for building identification signs to the UF Project Manager. 

 
C. Reflector tape may be used on signs which require night visibility. 

 
2.2 BUILDING IDENTIFICATION SIGNS: 
 

Contact the Work Management Center Coordinator at (352) 392-1121 for current standard sign 
pricing. 

 
2.3 DIRECTIONAL SIGNS: 
 

A. All directional signs shall be in conformance with ADA Guidelines and UF Construction 
Standards and UF "Campus Exterior Sign Policy". 

 
B. Accessible entrance directional signs shall be 8" x 12" or as specified by PPD. 

 
C. Colors shall be blue background with white lettering. 

 
D. Location of signs for existing buildings shall be determined by the PPD A/E Department on a 

building-by-building basis with consultation with appropriate parties. 
 

E. The Project Architect/Design Consultant for new buildings will be responsible for identifying 
accessible entrances and routes to the entrances.  PPD will fabricate and install appropriate 
signs. 
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F. The minimum number of signs shall be installed to identify entrances and routes. 
 
PART 3 - EXECUTION 
 
3.1 GENERAL: 
 

Physical Plant Division shall install signs.  Funding of new signs is the responsibility of the "project" 
requiring the signage.
